Shipping Retained Issue OCIE

Question:  How shall I ship my Retained OCIE?

Answer:  This is based on how soon you need your Retained OCIE at your next duty station.  

The following guidelines should help you determine the shipping option that is best for you:
If your Retained OCIE is needed at your new duty station more than 35-40 days from your scheduled household goods or unaccompanied baggage pack-out date, it is recommended that you ship your Retained OCIE as a part of Professional Books, Papers, and Equipment (PBP&E)/Pro-Gear in your Unaccompanied Baggage (UB) personal property shipment.  See Option A
If your Retained OCIE is needed at your new duty station less than 35-40 days from your scheduled household goods or unaccompanied baggage pack-out date, it is recommended that you ship your Retained OCIE through other expedited methods. See Option B
OPTION A:  Shipping Retained OCIE as Professional Books, Papers, and Equipment (PBP&E)

All Department of Defense Uniformed Service Members are authorized to ship PBP&E, sometimes referred to as “Pro-Gear”.  PBP&E or Pro-Gear is in addition to and NOT charged against a Service member’s authorized weight allowance. 

Shipping OCIE with your UB personal property shipment is not mandatory, but is recommended. You should consider the date your OCIE will be needed at your new duty station, taking into account any leave, school, or other factors which may effect your reporting date, before making a decision.  Generally, shipping times for UB shipments from the IMCOM-Europe footprint are 30-40 Days to the East Coast and 35-45 Days to the West Coast.

Shipping your OCIE with your UB personal property shipment is not difficult, but you must comply with the following procedures and individual responsibilities:


a.  You MUST be present at the pickup point once notified by the garrison Transportation Office of the confirmed date of pickup.

b.  You must ensure your OCIE is thoroughly cleaned and separated from other personal property prior to the confirmed date of pickup.

c.  You must ensure that your OCIE is properly indicated as PBP&E or Pro-Gear on the joint personal property inventory provided by the household goods moving contractor, BEFORE signing the inventory sheet once the contractor is finished serving you.

Shipping Retained OCIE as an Expedited Cargo Shipment
The garrison is offering a Central Issue Facility (CIF) based express shipping service for your Retained Issue (RI).  You will be offered this service as part of your out-processing procedures at your supporting CIF.  

Shipments will be made in your duffel bags.  If you require an additional duffel bag for shipment, the CIF will issue one.  

You will require a copy of PCS orders and a lock for each duffel bag being shipped (max three bags).  Locks, if required, can be obtained through your unit supply.  You must ensure that all your RI is clean before coming to the CIF.  The CIF personnel will inspect retained items for cleanliness, i.e., duffel bags and contents are free of dirt, soil, insects, snails or any vegetable material to meet Department of Agricultural import standards.  All shipments will be scanned and subject to search at the point of debarkation for contraband and illegal substances.   

To meet U.S. Customs requirements, you will be required to complete an itemized inventory listing of the contents of each bag based on three copies of a total list of RI items (with prices) provided at the CIF.  The RI items not in a specific duffel bag can be lined through (crossed-out) on the total list.  In this fashion three unique itemized lists can be generated.  You will, however, be required to calculate the total value of the items on each itemized list and annotate it on each list.    

You can pack your duffel bags and develop this itemized list prior to coming to the CIF by using the itemized listing available on the USAREUR G4 RI Web Site at https://extranet.g4.hqusareur.army.mil/newsite/index.cfm?page=sod/ocie&title=SOD,%20OCIE.  This will streamline your processing time through the CIF.    

You will keep a copy of the itemized listing and provide two copies to the CIF representative.  One will accompany the duffel bag; the other will be filed by the CIF.  

You will need to place a copy of PCS orders in each duffel bag and lock each bag.  The CIF will take possession of bags and make shipping arrangements based on specified installation addresses at your next duty assignment.  You will be provide a copy of the airway bill with the means to trace the shipment from the carrier’s (DHL, Fed-Ex, or UPS) web site.  Bags should arrive at destination installation within 7 to 8 days.  

Your RI shipment will be provided to you in accordance with the in-processing procedures at your new assignment.  They are normally provided as a step in traditional CIF in-processing.    

Retained Issue Items

There are three menus of retained items.   

PCS (or core) Retained Issue items are retained by all active component Soldiers as they PCS from one assignment to another.  

In addition, MTOE Retained Issue items are retained by all Soldiers as they PCS between MTOE assignments.  

MOS items are retained by all soldiers assigned a specific MOS as specified in CTA 50-900 appendix F.     

The determination of MTOE vs. TDA assignment is based on the second position of the unit identification code (UIC) of the unit to which the Soldier is being assigned.  If the second position is an alpha character then the organization is an MTOE unit, otherwise it is a TDA organization.

Soldiers leaving MTOE assignments going to TDA assignments are to turn in their MTOE items upon out-processing through the CIF.  


Soldiers leaving TDA assignments going to MTOE assignments are to be issued their MTOE items during in-processing at the receiving installation. 

Soldiers issued MOS items based on their duty assignment (Medics assigned to an aircrew) versus their primary MOS will be required to turn-in MOS items upon out-processing at CIF.
