SUBJECT:  Request Delegation of Approval Authority to Applicable Commanders for Internal Fundraising for Unit and Family Readiness Group Informal Funds
1.  In accordance with your Command Policy Letter 48, I respectfully request a one-time approval, delegating authority to applicable commanders to approve purely internal fundraisers for unit and Family Readiness Group (FRG) informal funds.  In support of this request, fundraisers conducted by units and FRGs under my command will adhere to the following guidelines:

a.  Be approved by the unit commander


b.  Be strictly voluntary


c.  Subordinates will not be solicited


d.  Fundraising will occur outside normal duty day or during lunch so long as the fundraising does not interfere with mission


e.  Fundraising will occur only in a designated common area under the complete control of the applicable commander and FRG fundraisers outside of the commander’s control must receive your approval

f.  Fundraising will only be among its members for the benefit of its members  

2.  This request applies to the following units and corresponding FRGs under my control within the Wiesbaden and Darmstadt area of operations:


a.  X Battalion to include HHSC, B Company and C Company.


b.  Y Battalion to include HHSC, B Company and C Company.


d.  Headquarters and Headquarters Company, Z Brigade

3.  Commanders will consult with our servicing Command Judge Advocate to avoid conflicts with other authorized fundraising activities and ensure compliance with the Joint Ethics Regulation, applicable provisions of Army Regulation (AR) 600-29, AR 600-20, AR 608-1 and Army in Europe Regulation 608-2.
