•What: LMTS, LCAATS, MILES  
 

•Where: TSC Wiesbaden  
 

•When: LCAATS must be scheduled through 

RFMSS, all other training aids may be signed 

out at the TSC  
 

•Why: Provide virtual environment for soldiers 

to practice and train a variety of task to 

include, PMI, marksmanship training, convoy 

operations. Easy to use for squad, platoon, or 

company training.  

•Who: Units individual through squad level..
